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Communicate the effectiveness of NGO activities  
to increase citizens’ trust and thus their engagement.

Prioritize anti-corruption initiatives, especially among 
doctors and judges/prosecutors. Building trust in courts 
could strengthen feeling of justice and safety.

Support community/neighbourhood initiatives  
to jointly define and solve common problems. This 
way people will feel they can rely on each other.

Develop a culture of dialogue through meaningful 
contact between people with different political views 
and from different regions.
